e [ebanon is a signatory to the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) and works closely with
the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) to ensure compliance with its obligations and
to prevent Lebanese territory from being used for any activities that would violate the treaty.

e [ ebanon does not possess nuclear weapons, and the Lebanese Army does not engage in any
activities involving the manufacture, transfer, development, or possession of any nuclear
materials or weapons.

e The Lebanese Army is committed to training its personnel to address challenges related to
nuclear weapons, including the detection of nuclear materials and responding to potential
threats.

e The presence of nuclear weapons in Israel and its refusal to sign the Nuclear Non-Proliferation
Treaty poses a threat and a source of concern for Lebanon due to the potential consequences of
any use of such weapons, especially amid ongoing tensions and threats from Israel. The
establishment of a nuclear-weapon-free zone in the Middle East could help mitigate these
threats.
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
