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Lebanon is committed to all international agreements and initiatives which it party to,
aimed at combating the smuggling of various types of weapons, including conventional
weapons, at the global, regional, and subregional levels. Furthermore, Lebanese authorities
do not engage in any export, transit, transshipment, or brokerage of conventional weapons.
Through its security services, specifically the Lebanese Army, Lebanon works to prevent
any illicit transfer of these weapons, particularly those deemed excessively harmful or
indiscriminate in their effects.
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
