In response to these activities related to confidence-building measures within the regional
and sub-regional context, in which it indicated that Lebanon supports all international
initiatives and agreements aimed at building trust, maintaining military balance, and
combating the unrestrained proliferation of various types of weapons in the region and the
world, due to the serious threat they pose on the global, regional, and sub-regional levels. It
also confirms its adherence to international law and the principles set forth in the United
Nations Charter, particularly the principle of equality of states in sovereignty and regional
integrity.
