The Lebanese Army monitors any suspicious activity related to the smuggling or
manufacturing of weapons of mass destruction, in cooperation with other security agencies
and friendly countries.

The Army reinforces its presence along land borders (Border Regiments) and maritime
borders (Naval Forces) to prevent the smuggling of weapons and hazardous materials, using
advanced technologies such as thermal cameras and radioactive material detectors for this

purpose.

The Army carries out inspections and raids at crossing points, including ports and airports, to
prevent any attempts to smuggle weapons of mass destruction. It also works to detect

chemical, biological, and radiological materials and determines how to handle related
incidents in coordination with the Lebanese Atomic Energy Commission.
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The Army provides security escort during the transportation of radioactive materials within
Lebanese territory or during their transit to neighboring countries.

Lebanon cooperates with International Organizations such as the United Nations and
Interpol, in addition to allied countries, to exchange information and collaborate in
combating terrorism, cutting off its funding sources, and preventing the proliferation of
weapons of mass destruction. The Lebanese Army implements the provisions of international
agreements and UN resolutions related to nuclear non-proliferation.

The Lebanese Army trains its personnel on how to respond to threats from weapons of mass
destruction (through the WMD Protection Company within the Engineering Regiment) and
participates in local and international activities, courses, and workshops aimed at increasing
awareness and enhancing capabilities to confront terrorist group activities.
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
