Resolution 79/47: Contribution by Argentina

La Republica Argentina reitera su firme compromiso la adopciéon de
medidas urgentes y eficaces para alcanzar la eliminacién total de las

armas nucleares.

Tal como manifestara la Conferencia de Alto Nivel sobre Desarme
Nuclear de 2013, Argentina considera que la eliminacion total de las
armas de destruccion masiva debe constituir la principal prioridad de
la comunidad internacional, dado que sus consecuencias trascienden
el ambito del desarme e impactan gravemente en la paz y la

seguridad internacionales .

Ello debe considerarse a la luz de los compromisos de desarme
asumidos en el marco del Tratado sobre la No Proliferacion de las
Armas Nucleares (TNP), en particular el articulo VI, que establece la
obligacion de negociar de buena fe medidas efectivas hacia el

desarme nuclear general y completo.

Desde 2013, la Argentina ha continuado promoviendo iniciativas
multilaterales que refuercen el desarme nuclear. Se destacan en tal
sentido la Presidencia de la Décima Conferencia de Examen del TNP
(2022), activa participacion en la Comision y la Conferencia de
Desarme, asi como en los Grupos de Expertos Gubernamentales
sobre Verificacion de Desarme Nuclear que sesionaron en 2019-
2019y 2022-2023. En adicion, la Argentina participa de mecanismos
como las Iniciativas de Reduccion de Riesgo de Conflicto Nuclear e

Iniciativa de Estocolmo.



A nivel regional, la Argentina participa activamente del Organismo
para la Proscripcion de las Armas Nucleares en América Latina y el
Caribe (OPANAL) e integra el Consejo en el periodo 2024-2027.
OPANAL ha sido pionero en promover la importancia de los Tratados
de Zonas Libres de Armas Nucleares (ZLAN) como contribucién
concreta y efectiva al desarme, y a la fecha mantiene un dialogo con

los Estados poseedores de armas nucleares.

Como medidas efectivas hacia el desarme, cabe senalar las

siguientes

- Compromiso de los Estados poseedores con un desarme

general, completo, irreversible, verificable y transparente.

- Entrada en vigor del Tratado de Prohibicidn Completa de los
Ensayos Nucleares (TPCEN),

- Inicio de negociaciones en la Conferencia de Desarme sobre
un Tratado para la Prohibicién de la Produccién de Material Fisible

para Armas Nucleares.

La Republica Argentina agradece la iniciativa del Secretario General
y reitera su disposicion a trabajar de manera constructiva en la

busqueda de un mundo libre de armas nucleares.

The Argentine Republic reiterates its firm commitment to the adoption
of urgent and effective measures to achieve the total elimination of

nuclear weapons.



As stated at the 2013 High-Level Meeting on Nuclear Disarmament,
Argentina considers that the complete elimination of weapons of
mass destruction must constitute the main priority of the international
community, as their consequences go beyond the scope of

disarmament and severely impact international peace and security.

This must be considered in light of the disarmament commitments
undertaken under the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons (NPT), in particular Article VI, which establishes the
obligation to negotiate in good faith effective measures towards

general and complete nuclear disarmament.

Since 2013, Argentina has continued to promote multilateral initiatives
that strengthen nuclear disarmament. In this regard, noteworthy
efforts include its Presidency of the Tenth NPT Review Conference
(2022), active participation in the Conference on Disarmament and
the Disarmament Commission, as well as in the Groups of
Governmental Experts on Nuclear Disarmament Verification, which
convened in 2018-2019 and 2022-2023. In addition, Argentina
participates in mechanisms such as the Nuclear Risk Reduction

Initiative and the Stockholm Initiative.

At the regional level, Argentina actively participates in the Agency for
the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the
Caribbean (OPANAL), and is currently a member of its Council for the
2024-2027 term. OPANAL has been a pioneer in promoting the
importance of Nuclear-Weapon-Free Zone (NWFZ) treaties as a
concrete and effective contribution to disarmament and is currently

engaged in dialogue with nuclear-weapon States.



As effective measures towards disarmament, the following should be
highlighted:

« A commitment by nuclear-weapon States to a general,
complete, irreversible, verifiable and transparent disarmament;

. The entry into force of the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban
Treaty (CTBT);

. The commencement of negotiations in the Conference on
Disarmament on a treaty banning the production of fissile

material for nuclear weapons.

The Argentine Republic thanks the Secretary-General for his initiative
and reiterates its willingness to work constructively toward the

achievement of a world free of nuclear weapons.
