Contribution of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia on Disarmament and Non-
Proliferation Education

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia underscores the central importance of education and
capacity-building in the fields of disarmament and non-proliferation, as essential pillars
for supporting international security, strengthening compliance with relevant
international instruments, and consolidating national understanding of the legal,
regulatory and technical frameworks associated with these issues. In this context, the
Kingdom has continued to pursue an integrated national approach combining
institutional awareness-raising, specialized training, and long-term strategic planning,
with a view to strengthening national capacities in areas related to the non-proliferation
regime and nuclear security. Within this framework, the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia has
undertaken a number of efforts and initiatives that have contributed to advancing these
objectives, most notably the following:

o Organizing national workshops addressing nuclear law, nuclear security,
regulatory frameworks, and relevant emerging technologies, with the aim of
enhancing institutional awareness and strengthening national understanding of
concepts related to disarmament and non-proliferation, including their legal,
regulatory and practical dimensions. These efforts also covered emerging issues,
including the implications of advanced technologies, particularly artificial
intelligence applications, for nuclear safety and security systems, as well as
strengthening knowledge of national nuclear law and its relationship to relevant
international instruments and standards.

« Implementing specialized and practical training programmes focused on nuclear
security, physical protection, transport security, radiation detection, and response
to alarms and incidents, in addition to relevant regulatory functions and
responsibilities. These programmes were not limited to theoretical aspects, but
also included practical components, hands-on exercises, field visits, and the use
of supporting regulatory tools, thereby enhancing operational competence and
promoting the consistent application of national requirements and relevant
international standards. This track also extended to specialized topics related to
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the detection of nuclear and radioactive materials, materials out of regulatory
control, and the handling of events related to nuclear security.

o Developing a joint strategic project with the International Atomic Energy
Agency aimed at establishing a sustainable and integrated national capacity-
building programme in the field of nuclear security. This project is based on a
long-term institutional approach that goes beyond the implementation of
individual activities and instead seeks to establish an organized national
framework grounded in training needs assessment and responsive to national
priorities. This approach includes specialized training tracks on the design and
evaluation of physical protection systems, mitigation of insider threats, security
of radioactive and nuclear materials during transport, operation of central alarm
stations, and the conduct of practical exercises, thereby supporting the transition
from stand-alone training activities to the development of sustainable and
scalable national capacity.

« Preparing and disseminating Arabic-language awareness and reference materials,
reflecting the particular importance of making specialized knowledge available in
Arabic, especially in view of the limited availability of Arabic educational
resources on issues related to the non-proliferation regime, Security Council
resolution 1540, and relevant international frameworks. To this end, Arabic-
language introductory and reference materials are being developed and
disseminated, including background materials, briefing notes, presentations, and
concise awareness messages, in order to broaden awareness, facilitate access to
relevant concepts and terminology, and support the development of a stronger
knowledge base among specialists and interested stakeholders.

 Building a national base of trainers and local expertise through the qualifications
of trainers and strengthening their capacity to transfer knowledge effectively.
This contributes to the sustainability of awareness-raising and training
programmes in the fields of nuclear and radiological regulation, including issues
related to nuclear security and non-proliferation, and reduces reliance on short-
term approaches. This has also been complemented by internal awareness and
outreach activities that have supported knowledge dissemination within the
regulatory environment, contributed to a unified institutional understanding of
relevant concepts and obligations, and enhanced the readiness of national
personnel.

Taken together, these initiatives reflect the commitment of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia to continuing the development of a gradual and sustainable national pathway in
the areas of education, training, and knowledge production related to disarmament and
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non-proliferation, in a manner that supports the development of national capacities,
broadens access to specialized content, and strengthens national ability to understand
and address relevant international obligations within an organized and evolving
institutional framework.
