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Monsieur le Président,

Dans un contexte sécuritaire complexe et en détérioration, le TNP et
son régime de garanties restent essentiels a notre paix, a notre
sécurité et a notre prospérité communes. Nous devons ceuvrer
collectivement pour empécher une nouvelle ere de prolifération
nucléaire aux conséquences potentiellement désastreuses.

Dans ce contexte, le role de UAIEA dans la promotion de la mise en
ceuvre effective du Traité est primordial. Le Canada soutient
pleinement les activités de vérification des garanties techniques et
impartiales menées par UAgence. Ces efforts fournissent une
assurance essentielle contre la prolifération des armes nucléaires
et renforcent notre confiance collective dans les utilisations
pacifiques des technologies nucléaires.

Monsieur le Président,

Le Canada est fermement convaincu qu’un accord de garanties
étendues et un protocole additionnel constituent la norme de
vérification de facto au titre de Uarticle Il du TNP. Ensemble, ces
instruments fournissent des garanties efficaces quant a la nature
exclusivement pacifique des activités nucléaires et a 'absence
d’activités et de matiéres nucléaires non déclarées dans les Etats
qui ne sont pas dotés d’armes nucléaires. Nous exhortons toutes
les Parties qui ne 'ont pas encore fait a mettre ces instruments en
vigueur sans délai. Pour le Canada, 'adhésion a un protocole
additionnel reste une condition préalable a tout
approvisionnement.
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Les régimes multilatéraux de contréle des exportations, tels que le
Comité Zangger et le Groupe des fournisseurs nucléaires, jouent
également un role de soutien essentiel. Ces régimes facilitent et
renforcent la confiance dans Uutilisation pacifique et le commerce
des technologies, matieres et équipements nucléaires tout en
minimisant les risques de prolifération. Nous encourageons tous
les Etats fournisseurs nucléaires a adhérer aux lighes directrices en
matiere d’exportation de ces régimes et réaffirmons notre
engagement en faveur de la transparence concernant leurs
activités.

Chair,

IAEA safeguards are core to the NPT’s grand bargain, yet they face
mounting challenges. Expanded nuclear energy deployment and
technological advancements underscore the need for safeguards to
continuously evolve. In this context, attempts to question the
Agency’s technical competence or impartial verification mandate
are deeply concerning. We fully support the IAEA’s efforts to
improve the effectiveness and efficiency of safeguards
implementation. This includes the further refinement and expanded
implementation of state-level safeguards approaches, as well as
collaboration with Member States to leverage emerging
technologies, such as artificial intelligence.

Cases of non-compliance with the NPT’s non-proliferation
obligations further undermine the credibility of the IAEA safeguards
system and weaken confidence in the peaceful use of nuclear
technologies. States Parties in non-compliance with their
obligations must work cooperatively and without delay to address
outstanding questions.
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Canada fully supports a diplomatic solution to the Iranian nuclear
crisis as the only viable means to ensure that Iran never develops or
acquires a nuclear weapon. Iran’s long-standing non-compliance
with its core safeguards obligations, including its repeated
unwillingness to work cooperatively with the IAEA to address
outstanding safeguards questions, poses a direct threat to the NPT.
Iran cannot unilaterally suspend the implementation of its legal CSA
obligations under any circumstances. We urge Iran to take the
necessary steps to resume cooperation with the Agency, including
with respect to its outstanding enrichment activities and highly
enriched uranium stockpile, to enable the Agency to provide the
international community with the necessary assurances that lran’s
nuclear program is exclusively peaceful.

The DPRK’s expanding nuclear activities, including its increased
uranium enrichment, plutonium reprocessing, and reactor
operation, directly violate numerous UN Security Council
Resolutions and undermine regional security. The DPRK must return
to full compliance with its NPT non-proliferation and IAEA
safeguards obligations. We reject any attempts to legitimize the
DPRK’s nuclear status and non-compliance, which runs contrary to
the core principles of the Treaty.

Chair,

In closing, Canada reiterates that the current Review Conference
provides a vital opportunity to reinforce the legal, technical and
financial elements of the IAEA safeguards regime, including by
addressing long-standing cases of non-compliance. We urge States
Parties to consider concrete recommendations, including the
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proposals contained in the NPDI, Vienna Group of 10, and Friends of
Safeguards working papers to which Canada proudly contributed. In
our view, these steps are critical to maintaining the NPT’s credibility
as a non-proliferation instrument and its relevance as a unique
contributor to international peace and security.
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
